· Tim has been introducing the idea of local trip generation data publication with clients and making progress. There is an ongoing column in the Newsletter regarding trip generation. · Don went and visited the New England Section for their annual meeting in Hartford, CT. The New England Section has 5 chapters and they rotate their annual meetings to each chapter. at the meeting. There were 2 technical sessions with approx. 25-30 people in attendance, happy hour and a dinner with about 80 people.
· Joe Tocke pushed to have technical sessions and dinner at each of the executive board meetings. Maybe we should try to have technical sessions with the January and April executive board meetings. We could try to the meeting next January in Rochester, possibly at RIT again. The local activities chairs could aid in set up – Amy will mention this to Keith Mortimer.
· Regarding PIE – we’ve been a program member which means we are responsible for reviewing our course for PDH credits but they maintain our records. They are doing away with this level of membership. We could be a sponsor member where we would keep our own files (sign-in sheets and presentation copy) for $200 per year. Otherwise PIE will charge $250 per course to maintain records, etc. Terry Rice and Frank Dolan are also certified to approve courses. Don has offered to maintain the files. There is an afternoon course for a $10 fee to become certified to approve PDH’s. It may make sense for someone in the Syracuse area to become certified.

The meeting will be a one-day format. Don will talk to Paula Benway about combining the meeting with the Parking Institute.
