given demerit points. Depending on the number of
points, the person is either cleared, given more
instruction or fired on the spot. The goal is to find and
give help to high risk drivers under the employment
of the company. The goal is to reduce dangerous
driving in their employees and promote good driving
habits. The method has been successful enough that
now companies are sharing ideas and working
together to develop safer driving among their
employees.

Issuing demerits for reckless driving instead of
tickets and threatening car/license is the
government’s new method of punishment. Their
hope is that using a combination high speed
cameras and careful police work, reckless drivers will
be identified, caught and kept off the streets.
Whether this method will actually work will only be
seen with time, but if it works for private companies it
should be able to work in the real world.

increasing of capacity while the “Hours of Delay”
and “Vehicle Miles Travelled” experienced dramatic
growth since the 1990’s. “IntelliDrive” is considered as
an alternative way to increase capacity without
expanding road network.

In addition, network reliability is also a popular topic
over the last decades. Congestion is one of the
typical sources that affect road network reliability.
System-wide real-time information is believed to be
the key to avoid congestion and enhance the
network reliability. Traffic management, traveler
information and many other ITS components could
be largely benefited from the system-wide real-time
information provided by “IntelliDrive”.

As a conclusion, “IntelliDrive” is the driving force
towards a more safe, efficient and reliable road
network. The system-wide information in real-time
manner from “IntelliDrive” could benefit not only zero
fatality safety operation but also the mobility of all
travelers.

We tried quite successfully to get rid of them, they were called rotaries back
then—way too dangerous. Now they are back in vogue, smaller, modern, and, of course, much
safer.

- We used to measure success by the number of lane miles and widened roads added each year —
the fatter the better. Now roads are placed on ‘diets’ and we are better off for it.

- Parking management? It was simple, you had a space when you started and one when you got
there, where ever it was. And of course, there was no sharing of parking, folks were very selfish
back then.

- We never coordinated with the public or others. There were no stakeholders, only trouble-
makers.

- Streets weren’t ‘green’ unless there was a landscaping truck spill.

- Bicyclists and pedestrians were simply after-thoughts. Streets were never ‘complete’, they
were left unfinished for someone else to come along and pick up the pieces.

- If you don’t count 8-tracks, there weren’t enough electronics available for ‘distracted’ driving.
Lastly, the words ‘smart’, ‘sensitive’, and ‘intelligent’ weren’t in our vocabulary.
